	508 Compliance
	This is the option to comply with the US Code 508 for Users with Disabilities act, allowing for special viewing and navigation tools and methods to be utilized on the Synaptica interface. 

	Administrative Attributes
	Information about the status of a term, such as approval, language, workflow, locked or unlocked, BLAT and BTN.

	Approval
	Administrative attribute. New terms are added with the default status "Candidate" and promoted to "Approved" after editorial acceptance.

	AutoMatch (a.k.a. Automatic Term Matching)
	A specialized tool available in Synaptica KMS to compare and suggested possible matches between terms in two distinct Object Classes.

	Begins Search
	The Begins mode retrieves all those terms whose descriptors begin with the word or string that is entered in the search phrase.

	BLAT
	Administrative attribute. Stands for Broad Level Access Term. The BLAT indicator should be set to Yes to indicate that the term is used for hierarchical grouping only, and should not be used as an indexing item; new terms are added with the default status of not being a BLAT.

	BTN
	Administrative attribute. Stands for Brand Trade Name. The BTN indicator should be set to Yes to indicate that the term descriptor is a proprietary name; new terms are added with the default status of not being a BTN.

	Category
	Terms can be assigned to categories. These categories are used to group topical or project-related sub-sets of terms; terms may be assigned to one or many categories.

	Consolidated Object Class
	This is an Object Class that is created in Synaptica KMS by merging one or more other Object Classes, as output from an Alphabetical or Hierarchical Report.

	Contains Search
	The Contains mode retrieves all those terms that contain the search phrase anywhere within their descriptors.

	CSV
	Comma Separated Value format - A text format defining delimited values with commas.

	Descriptor
	This is the field that users search on, and which is displayed in search results. Every term has a descriptor field. In standard vocabulary management the descriptor is the topical subject term itself. In authority control management the descriptor is a name of a person, group, or company.

	Descriptor Element
	Some authority control terms require the descriptor to be made up from separate descriptor elements such as the example of last name, first name, and middle names.

	Displayed UID
	"Universal ID" - Synaptica generates a persistent sequence number identifier for all terms. In most cases, the Displayed UID will be unique across all Object Classes. However, in cases where the Object Class has been replicated for versioning purposes, it may be dupliaced. See also "Hidden UID"

	Drag and Drop
	A method available in Synaptica that allows for a user to click on, hold, and drag a term to a new location to create a "Relationship"

	Dynamic Term Substitution
	Dynamic term substitution allows a vocabulary to substitute some descriptors for alternative descriptors derived from another vocabulary when they are linked together via a special Relationship Class.

	Exact Search
	The Exact search only retrieves those terms whose descriptors exactly match the entire search string.

	Extended Attributes
	Besides the descriptor, terms may also have extended attributes. These store additional metadata information about the term.

	Flat View
	A view of all immediately related terms to a key term displayed and grouped according to their "Relationship Class"

	Headword Descriptors
	A form of term descriptor used in reports.

	Hidden UID
	"Universal ID" - Synaptica generates this unique and persistent sequence number identifier for all terms. The sequence numbers are unique across all vocabularies and taxonomies in a Synaptica system. This number is not displayed or available to edit via the Synaptica KMS interface.

	Hyper Tree
	See "Visualization"

	Item
	Any unique piece of information in the system; an item can be a term, a display configuration, or a relationship rule.

	Item Summary
	The page used in Synaptica to edit individual term details, status, attributes, and relationships.

	Language
	Administrative attribute. New terms are added with the default language "English"; terms can be assigned to other languages to indicate the native language of the term's descriptor.

	Locked
	Administrative attribute. New terms are added with the default status "Unlocked"; they can be locked or unlocked by users with a "Lexicographer III" or higher level of permissions. When records are locked they cannot be edited or deleted except by users with a "Lexicographer III" or higher level of permissions.

	MyViews
	MyViews is a search and browse interface available to view filtered term sets in an interface separate from the Synaptica KMS editorial interface. For more information please see the Synaptica Administrative Tools Guide.

	Node Label
	Node Labels are vocabulary entities that are used to hierarchically refer to specific instances of an object or concept.

	Non-Preferred Term (NPT)
	A status for the term dynamically inferred by the system, based on the relationships belonging to the term. If a term has a relationship of the class "Use" then it has the status of being a Non-Preferred Term (NPT).

	Object Class
	Used to group and distinguish conceptually similar terms, such as subject descriptors, personal names, documents, etc. Each object class carries instructions on how to format terms belonging to the class. A term may only be assigned one object class.

	OWL
	a.k.a. Web Ongology Language - An RDF XML standard for data exchange.

	Permissions
	Users are granted access to different Taskviews, and have different levels of functional permissions for different Taskviews. Also called "privileges".

	Preferred Term
	A status for the term dynamically inferred by the system, based on the relationships belonging to the term. If a term does NOT have a relationship of the class "Use" then it has the status of being a Preferred Term (PT).

	Radial Map
	See "Visualization"

	Relationship
	A connection between terms, defining how they are associated with each other.

	Relationship Class
	One of 11 different relationship categories with distinct rules that may be used to link terms together. See "Relationship"

	Relationship Type
	A user-applied, custom value used to label one of the available "Relationship Classes" to provide specific definition of the link between terms. See "Relationship"

	SKOS
	a.k.a Simple Knowledge Organization System - An RDF XML standard for data exchange.

	Smart Search
	This search mode allows the user to enter up to five keywords or parts of words, and the search retrieves all terms whose descriptors contain all the words or parts of words, regardless of the order in which they appear.

	Sub-element
	Consisting of either a "Descriptor Element" or "Extended Attribute," this is the term applied to all fields that comprise the term details and attributes.   

	Subsume
	The process of automatically transferring term properties and attibutes from one term to another while at the same time making the subsumed term an NPT to the subsuming term. 

	Taskview
	Taskviews pre-filter searches to a selection of objects and categories related to specific tasks. i.e., a team building a medical thesaurus could have a Taskview set up to restrict access to terms from the "Subjects" object class and the "Science" and "Medical" categories. Permissions are also attached to Taskviews.

	Term
	Refers to a unique record that relates to topical information or an authority file. All terms are also items, but not all items are terms.

	Top Term
	A term that has no relationships to broader terms and no "Use" relationships.

	Tree Browse
	A way to view the hierarchical structure of an Object Class showing top terms and all narrower terms in an expandable/collapsible format. 

	Tree Map
	See "Visualization"

	Tree View
	A view of all related terms to a key term displayed in an expandable/collapsible tree structure. 

	UID
	See "Displayed UID" or "Hidden UID"

	Visualization
	Consisting of four different available formats, these tools allow the user to view one or more Object Classes using specialized graphic tools in the Synaptica KMS interface. Visualization styles available are: Radial Map, Tree Map, Word Tree, and Hyper Tree.  

	Wildcard Characters
	These allow for the option to use the wildcard characters "%" or "_" in search phrases.

	Word Tree
	See "Visualization"

	Workflow
	Administrative attribute. New terms are added with the default status "Normal", but could be flagged for priority handling or other project-related statuses.

	Zthes
	An XML format derived from the ANSI/NISO Z39.50 standard for data exchange.
