How to “Add a Favorite Information Resource” 

Adding an information resource as a Favorite provides the user the ability to access the resource quicker than performing a search. If a user accesses a specific info resource often, having it available under the Manage Info Resource tab is very convenient. Reusable Component Services (RCS)

How to “Add a Favorite Resource” 


Navigate to the SoR Home Page (http://epa.gov/sor) and click Login for EPA and Partners in the left side bar.  Enter LAN login credentials and click Login.  
1. Select the Reusable Component Services (RCS).
2. Click the Search tab. 
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3. Enter a search term into the empty keyword field, then click the Search button. 
4. From the Search Results page, click the link of the Resource Name you wish to subscribe to.
5. From the resource details page, click the Add to Favorites List button at the top right of the page.
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6. The button toggles to say Remove from Favorites List signifying the resource was successfully added as a favorite.
7. After closing out of the resource details pop up, click the Back to Search button to return to the Search page. 
8. To access a Favorite resource, click the link of the corresponding resource name in the My Favorites box. The resource details page with the same information as before loads. 
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9. To delete a Favorite resource, click the trash can next to the appropriate name. You can also remove the resource by repeating steps 3-5, and clicking the button that now reads Remove from Favorites List.
