Being able to request notifications gives the user the ability to receive alerts when a change has been made to a resource. If a user has a specific interest in a resource, the ability to be notified of changes is much more convenient than having to manually check the resource every so often. Quick Reference Guide
How to “Request Notifications” 


Navigate to the SoR Home Page (http://epa.gov/sor) and click Login for EPA and Partners in the left side bar.  Enter LAN login credentials and click Login.  
1. Select the Reusable Component Services (RCS).
2. Click the Search tab. 
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3. Enter a search term into the empty keyword field, then click the Search button. 
4. From the Search Results page, click the link of the Resource Name you wish to subscribe to.
5. From the resource details page, click the Request Notifications of Updates button at the top right of the page.
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6. Click OK to confirm you want to receive these notifications.
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7. The button toggles to say Stop Notifications of Updates signifying the user successfully subscribed to receive notifications.
8. To unsubscribe from receiving notifications, simply perform the same steps (steps 3-5) and click the same button which now says Stop Notifications of Updates.
