How to “Add a Favorite Information Resource” 

The RCS search widget allows different users to have a quick place for searches. The searches can consist solely of a keyword and/or resource type, or in addition to the default criteria, the widget can have a filter. The filter allows the user to customize the widget to return results that match their need. Reusable Component Services (RCS)

Basic Widget Search
1. Enter in a keyword and/or select a resource type.
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2. Click the Search button.

3. A pop up window of matching results displays. 
Adding a Widget Filter
1. Go to the RCS Widget page using the following link:
http://ofmpub.epa.gov/sor_internet/registry2/reusereg/searchandretrieve/widget

2. Expand the Technical Instructions section, and follow the directions to include the widget on your site. 

3. To add a filter to the generic widget, edit the code given in Step 2  of the Technical Instructions section to have the following format: 
<div class="rcsSearchWidget" data-category_tag="Service"></div>

4. This filter means that the widget will only return resources which match the user's criteria AND have an attribute called Category Tag which has a value of ‘Service.’  The generic format for the filter is as follows:
data-[attribute_name]=[attribute value]

5. Following Step 3, you can add as many filters as you want. For more than one filter, use the following format:
<div class="rcsSearchWidget" data-category_tag="Service" data-resource_name=”Gini” ></div>

*Note that attributes can match one value like the example in step 3, or it can match a list of values separated by "|-|" like "Service|-|CROMERR Service”.
* Capitalization doesn't matter.
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
